One of the characteristics of 2011 was an extremely dry spring. Based on the 
measured rainfall in April, May and June this was the driest spring since 1949.
Happily, summer brought some rain which allowed the vine to continue its 
growth. With a dry September, we were able to harvest in optimal conditions.
